What Is the Walk to Mary?

Walk to Mary is a 21-mile pilgrimage starting from the
Vatican-appointed Shrine of St. Joseph at Old St. Joseph
Church on the St. Norbert College campus in De Pere, Wl to
the National Shrine of Our Lady of Good Help in Champion,
WI. If necessary, there are several points along the way you
can join in to make your pilgrimage shorter. (see The Route)

Supporting the Education of Children

On October 9, 1859, the Holy Mother appeared to Sister
Adele Brise on the site of the National Shrine of Our Lady of
Good Help and gave her this message: “Gather the children
in this wild country and teach them what they should
know for salvation. Teach them their catechism, how to
sign themselves with the sign of the Cross, and how to
approach the sacraments; that is what | wish you to do.”
Inspired by the faith of Sister Adele, we continue to live out
the instruction she received from Mary by educating children
in the faith. Funds raised by the Walk to Mary will be used to
support the education of children in their faith.

At the core of Catholic education is the realization that life,
itself, is a pilgrimage, and we are called to prepare children for
their journey in the world. We educate them not in defense
against this world, but as a promise for this world. We form
their hearts so that they, in turn, may transform the world.

We walk because life is a journey of discovery and revelation,
not a destination. Along the way, we tire, toil and triumph.
We empty ourselves out, making room for the Holy Spirit to
expand within us. When we arrive, tired and exhausted, we
encounter the National Shrine of Our Lady of Good Help as
a refreshing oasis along life’s journey, offering respite for all
who are weary and thirsty.
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Walk With the Children

For families with younger children who would like to
participate in the Walk to Mary, we have specifically
implemented a segment of the Walk to Mary designed to
accommodate Mary's youngest children - a 2 mile walk - the
last 2 miles of the pilgrimage.

This distance is also perfect for those individuals or
families who would like to participate in the walk but are
challenged to walk longer distances. How beautiful will it
be to have people Walk with the Children for the last two
miles of the pilgrimage?
